As part of worship services this past
weekend, Bill Marsh, an FPC Bethlehem Elder and one of four delegates to the GA
from the Lehigh Presbytery, shared in depth about these issues. He also explained
the process our Presbytery and our church will follow in response to any action of
the GA.
